Dear Band, Choir, and Orchestra families,

By now we are sure you have heard that we are planning our first-ever combined band, orchestra and choir trip for March 2010.  We are developing an exciting itinerary including performances, clinics, and visits to a number of historic venues in Washington, D.C.

The dates for the trip are Wednesday, March 10 through Sunday, March 14.  We will leave after school on the 10th and students will have excused absences from class on Thursday, March 11 and Friday, March 12.  Students will need to make arrangements with classroom teachers to make up schoolwork for those dates.

We have not finalized the performance and clinic schedule, but some of the attractions we will have the opportunity to visit during the trip include:

National Symphony Orchestra at the Kennedy Center for the Performing Arts

Performance of Verdi’s Requiem

U.S. Capitol

Illuminated tour of the monuments

National Air and Space Museum

International Spy Museum

The trip includes charter bus transportation, three nights lodging, three dinners and three breakfasts, touring admissions, concert tickets, and hotel security.

Projected cost of the trip for students is $750 to $800, which will be finalized once we have a final count of students.  We have set up the following schedule for trip payments to spread out the cost for families.  A first payment of $100 is due by Tuesday, September 15.  The payment schedule (non-refundable) is as follows:

Students can also earn money for their trip by participating in the annual fruit sale in late October/early November, the Dollar Drive, which will be scheduled in October, and by manning the parking lots we staff for Illini football games. 
Additionally, proceeds from the Pops Concert on October 20 and the sale of Central Jackets will be applied to reduce trip costs for all students.

We will also need chaperones for the trip.  Cost for chaperones (double occupancy) is projected at $830 - $880.
